SPECIAL TOWN COUNCIL MEETING

August 29, 2015

MINUTES


A special meeting of the Seabrook Island Town Council was held on Saturday, August 29, 2015 at 3:00 PM.  Mayor Ahearn, Councilman Ciancio, Gregg, Romano and Turner and Town Administrator Pierce attended the meeting.  


Mayor Ahearn said that the meeting had been called in anticipation of Hurricane Fred heading towards Seabrook Island.  He noted that the threat had passed, and the storm was expected to dissipate the following evening.  In response to a question from Councilman Ciancio, the Mayor said that the state of emergency which had been called by the Governor of Florida had been lifted.


It was the consensus of all in attendance that the threat of a hurricane had been good practice for the council and caused each member to review his individual responsibility under the Comprehensive Emergency Plan.  Councilman Ciancio noted that, as Resource Official, he had become aware that all of the materials required to be on hand for Team One members were accounted for other than MREs.  Town Administrator Pierce was requested to look into purchasing a supply of MREs.  It was agreed that the better course of action for Team 1 members would be to return to their hotels if damage prevented them from staying in their own homes.  Town Administrator Pierce said that it was probably a good idea for council members to carpool utilizing the Town’s Tahoe.  

Mayor Ahearn asked when councilmen had anticipated leaving in advance of the threatened hurricane.  Councilman Ciancio noted that the Comprehensive Plan anticipates that the Mayor, Public Safety Officer and Town Administrator were not to leave until Op Con 1.  Other councilmen would be free to leave earlier.  There was extensive discussion of the appropriateness of that as a strategy and whether the Mayor was better off planning to be at Charleston County’s Emergency Operations Center.  It was agreed that this matter would be discussed with Scott Cave.  

The meeting adjourned at 4:00.
