Special Town Council Meeting of March 28, 2016
MINUTES

After the pledge of allegiance, Mayor Ciancio called the March 28, 2016, Town Council meeting to order at 2:00 p.m.  Councilmen Crane, Gregg and Wells, Town Administrator Pierce, Town Clerk Allbritton were present at the meeting.  Other guests attending the meeting were Kristina Skalak (Seabrook Island Real Estate Marketing Department), Rich Goheen (Seabrook Island Club Communications Team), Jerry Farber (Seabrook Island Club Board), Janet Gorski (President of Property Owners Association), Ed Jones (Vice President of POA) and Heather Paton (Executive Director of POA).  The meeting was properly posted and the requirements of the SC Freedom of Information Act were met.
