
Town of Seabrook Island
Special Town Council Meeting

June 14, 2016

1:30 P.M. 


After the pledge of allegiance, Mayor Ciancio called the meeting to order.  In addition to Mayor Ciancio, Councilmen Gregg, Crane, Turner and Wells attended the meeting.  Also in attendance were Town Administrator Randy Pierce and Town Clerk Faye Allbritton.   David Allen, Kristina Skalak and Jerry Farber representing the Seabrook Island Club and Janet Gorski, Edward Jones and Rich Goheen representing the Seabrook Island Property Owners Association also attended the meeting.  The meeting was property posted and the requirements of the South Carolina Freedom of Information Act were met.  

Stephen Hammond, Gina Stouffer, Melanie Mathos, Hannah Nuccio, Geoff Allen and Jarred Hoelle of Lou Hammond & Associates presented the firm’s proposals with respect to development of an integrated marketing strategy, creating a marketing campaign, design of a web concept and development of a website.  Stephen Hammond identified the firm’s client list and specialties and the firm’s suggested fee schedule bifurcated into the first seven months (phase I) and the second five months (phase II). Following their presentation, they answered questions from members of the Town Council, representatives of the Seabrook Island Club and Property Owners Association and thereafter were excused. 

Bruce Murdy, Chris Van Duyne, Ethan Linen, Patrick Rhyne, Jeff Webster and Katie Prechter, from the firm of Rawle Murdy, presented a review / update on their firm since the original presentation.  Bruce Murdy indicated the firm had 41 years experience in South Carolina, had previously done work for the Seabrook Island Club in connection with the Island One campaign and currently had twenty-seven employees.  He reviewed their real estate and hospitality clients.  The team described the creative process, the suggested development of a Seabrook Island website portal and the firm’s approach to website design and discussed the firms proposed budget estimates for July – December 2016 and 2017.  Following their presentation, the Rawle Murdy team answered questions from members of Council, representatives of the Seabrook Island Club and Seabrook Island Property Owners Association and thereafter were excused. 

The members of Council and representatives of the Seabrook Island Club and the Seabrook Island Property Owners Association discussed the relative merits of the two presentations and agreed to meet the following week to select one of the two firms.
