Approval of June 1, 2016 Draft Minutes
There were no changes to the draft minutes. Commissioner Lori Leary moved to approve the minutes as submitted. The motion to approve was seconded by Commissioner Wayne Billian. The motion to approve was unanimous. 

Temporary Use Permit- Alan Fleming Senior Tennis Tournament
There were no objections to the request for the Temporary Use Permit. The permit will allow the use of a tent, banners and directional signs for the entire length of the tournament. The permit requires a recommendation from the Planning Commission to Town Council. Commissioner Ken Otstot moved to recommend Town Council approve the permit request. Commissioner Cathy Patterson seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

Plan Review Security Gate House
Steve Hirsch provided design plans for the proposed new building. The plan has already been approved by the Seabrook Island Property Owners Architectural Review Committee. The exterior finishes proposed are the same as the approved colors of the Lake House. There were no objections to the plans as they were submitted. Commissioner Leary moved to approve the plan as submitted. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Patterson. The motion to approve was unanimous. If the plan continues to move forward as approved, construction would begin a week after Labor Day. Construction is estimated to be completed by March 2017. The existing building will be used until the new building is completed.
