Chairman Robert Driscoll called the meeting of the Planning Commission to order 
October 12, 2016 at 2: 30 p.m. Requirements of the Freedom of Information Act were fulfilled 
and the meeting agenda was properly posted. [The regularly scheduled meeting of October 5, 2016, was canceled because of Hurricane Matthew.]

Approval of August 3, 2016 Draft Minutes
There were no changes to the draft minutes. Commissioner Ken Otstot moved to approve the minutes as submitted. The motion to approve was seconded by Commissioner Lori Leary. The motion to approve was unanimous. 


Rezoning Request #66 and #67 Rezoning from Single Family Residential to Agricultural Conservation
The applicant is the Seabrook Island Property Owners Association (SIPOA). The Association is represented by Heather Paton, Executive Director of SIPOA. The property is shown on the Town Zoning Map as:

Commissioner Cathy Patterson moved to recommend that Town Council approve the request to rezone both parcels from Single Family Residential to Agricultural Conservation. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Ken Otstot. The motion to recommend approval to rezone the property was unanimous. 
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Architectural Review of Approved Exterior Finishes at The Village at Seabrook 
Commissioner Cathy Patterson is a resident and Board member of the Village at Seabrook. She will recuse herself from voting today. Ms. Patterson informed the Planning Commission that after years of research, there did not seem to be an approved color palette for exterior finishes for the Village at Seabrook. 

Working with The Sherwin Williams Paint Company, the Village Board prepared a list of exterior color combinations. The siding and trim colors are products of the Sherwin Williams Company and Englert Metal Low Gloss paints will be used for the roof. 

The list of color combinations were submitted to the Seabrook Island Property Owners Association Architectural Review Committee (SIPOA ARC). The ARC approved all of the color samples at it’s October 4, 2016, meeting. Architectural final approval is required by the Planning Commission for areas that are zoned Multi Family and Commercial. The Village at Seabrook is zoned Multi-Family. The color names and color codes for the Sherwin Williams and Englert Metal Low Gloss Paint are attached to these minutes as Exhibit A. Commissioner Lori Leary moved to approve the exterior color palette of the roofing, siding and trim for the Village at Seabrook at submitted. Commissioner Ken Otstot seconded the motion. The motion to approve passed. The vote was three to approve and one that abstained.
