Special Town Council Meeting of September 15, 2016

MINUTES


After the pledge of allegiance, Mayor Ciancio called the September 15, 2016 Town Council meeting to order at 1:00 p.m.  Mayor Ciancio noted that the agenda for the special meeting had been appropriately posted, and the requirements of the South Carolina Freedom of Information Act complied with.   In addition to Mayor Ciancio, Councilmen Crane, Gregg and Wells attended the meeting.  


Mayor Ciancio noted that the single matter of business to come before the meeting was the approval of Task Order Number 1 to the Master Agreement between the Town of Seabrook Island and G. Robert George Associates, Inc., dated July 29, 2016.  Councilman Wells noted that the purpose of the Task Order was to define the physical, legal and regulatory issues that will establish the scope of work of the subject phase of the Seabrook Island Road proposed project.  Further, that under the Task Order the work would establish the general limits of Seabrook Island rights of way, the location of drainage and utility easements and the property lines of adjacent land owners.   Mayor Ciancio noted that the Task Order as drafted misstated the date on which the project would be concluded and, with that correction, asked for a motion to approve the terms and conditions of Task Order Number 1 and to authorize the execution thereof.  Upon motion duly made by Councilman Wells and seconded by Councilman Gregg, the motion approving the terms and conditions of Task Order Number 1, with the correction noted by the Mayor, was unanimously approved.
