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The Public Safety Committee met Monday, 12 September 2016 beginning shortly after 10:00 am at Town Hall. 1. Committee Membership
Mr. Gregg announced that Steve Bottcher had withdrawn from the Committee in consequence of his relocation away from Seabrook Island.
2. Minutes

3. Refrigerator Magnet
Mr. Crane reported he had received no comments from SIPOA for the proposed refrigerator magnet. In addition, Mr. Crane agreed that he would obtain SIPOA agreement, if required for inclusion of SIPOA security telephone number(s) in the content. Mr. Gregg reported that the revised “Flooding Booklet” content had been passed on to the printer. The suggestion was made that the refrigerator magnet be included in the mailing of the next edition of the “Flooding Booklet”.
5. AirMedCare Network

Mr. Gregg announced that Town Council had approved the AirMedCare Network municipal site plan agreement and that a press release would be forthcoming.

“Right of Entry” Agreement—the Committee discussed the draft agreement that had been distributed prior to the meeting. It was agreed that members would provide comments to Mr. Gregg by Saturday, 17 September. The question was raised as to whether similar agreements might be required for any Utility lift stations that were accessible only by roads of other private property owners.
b)
FEMA Questions—the Committee discussed questions that could be asked of a FEMA representative under conditions where the Town’s liaison would be at the Charleston County EOC during evacuation:
i) whether FEMA reimbursement is available for portable toilets

ii) whether FEMA will position “pods” of ice, water, food within Charleston County

iii) whether FEMA “trailers” could be supplied to Seabrook Island for temporary housing

iv) particulars of assistance for individuals

Mr. Savin agreed to contact Congressman Sanford’s office to inquire as to information his staff has that responds to “What will FEMA do for US” and will report the response to the Committee.
