	In the space below please describe how these funds will be used to benefit the Town of Seabrook IslandRow1: Purple martins are the largest of the swallow species, and subsist by catching flying insects while in flight. They live and nest in colonies, and the eastern population has become dependent on nesting sites provided by people. SIB has identified an ideal location for a purple martin colony in an open area at the equestrian center. Charles Hairfield and Equestrian staff are willing to participate in the maintenance of the house during the nesting season. 

There are three benefits to the Town.

- We do not have an active colony on Seabrook, so the nesting site will attract another species of bird to the island.

- The birds are effective in helping to control flying insects, which would be good for the equestrian center's residents, Island residents and visitors.

- Purple martins are entertaining to watch as they search for and capture insects, providing a new learning opportunity for residents and guests.
